tunes also.  The Blakes have garnered a few Grammy nominations over
the years so you can bet the musicianship is high o n this album.
 
And peaking of Grammy nominees, Portland’s own Brot hers of the
Baladi for their last album of their Middle Eastern  music fused with
Western influences.  And they cover Hendrix!

In addition to the vocals and lyrics of renowned novelist Willy
Vlautin, the record features the stalwart line-up o f Sean Oldham on drums, Dan Eccles on guitar, and P aul
Brainard on pedal steel. Freddy Trujillo joins on b ass for his first recording with RF, and long time friend
Jenny Conlee (The Decemberists, Black Prairie) play s keyboards. This is the band at its best. From the  epic
"A Night in the City" to the pared-down acoustic "T hree Brothers Roll into Town”, to Dan Eccles’ inspi red
guitar work on “Don’t Skip Out on Me”, RF again has  produced a treasure trove of beautifully executed
story songs, the likes of which are rarely matched in today’s musical landscape.
